This kit contains a number of different magnets, some
metallic objects and iron filings. The simple instructions
explain a number of fascinating experiments, interesting
tricks and games to play.

Choose a magnet from the kit and investigate your home
for magnetic materials, Hold the magnet against various

things to find whether the magnet is attracted. Try some
of these items:

Bricks A China Plate
Glass Window Radiator
Cutlery Paper Clips
Plastic Bottle Kitchen Sink

Make yourself a chart listing all the items tested, tick
those that are attracted to the magnet. What common
property do the ticked items have?

Magnetic Separation

It is possible to separate magnetic and non-magnetic
materials with a magnet.

Lid containing
sugar and
iron filings

Try this experiment using the iron filings in the kit and
Some sugar.

In the lid of this kit mix half a teaspaon of sugar with half
a teaspoon of iron filings. Place a thin piece of card over
the lid and place a ring magnet on top of the card.

Very carefully pick up the lid and shake it whilst carefully

holding the card and magnet in place.

Place the lid on a flat surface and remove the card and
magnet. Make sure the magnet is held on the card. You
will see that all the iron fillings are attached to the under
side of the card and the sugar remains in the lid! You
have made a magnetic separator.

Carefully return the iron fillings to their bag and throw
away the sugar.

The Magnetic Fishing Game

Draw and colour 8 fish ( about 5¢cm long ) on a thin piece
of card or thick paper. Number the fish from 1-8. Carefull
cut the fish out and place a paperclip on the mouth of
each fish.
